Our first textile collection was born from  
a true passion and love for textiles, colour and 
nature. Inspired by a trip to Japan exploring  
its rich cultural heritage, the collection shows 
an appreciation for the regions autumnal colour 
palette, and historic use of indigo.

In the studio, patterns begin by hand and evolve 
through watercolour studies and stencilling.  
Far removed from their inspirations, each  
print is reminiscent of its original structure  
but carefully resurrected. Old patterns recede, 
and new perspectives are created to make  
a unique artisanal print.

The collection is digitally printed in Lancashire 
and we launched new colourways in July 2025.

Our second textile collection is rooted in a love of  textiles, colour, and the 
natural world.Inspired by Scarlett’s travels - gathering antique fragments, 
stories and inspiration - each print begins with these discoveries, carefully 
reworked, hand-painted, and thoughtfully brought back to life.

In the studio, designs take shape through drawing, watercolour, and sten-
cilling. While they nod to their historical origins, the patterns evolve into 
something entirely new, familiar forms reimagined with a refined perspec-
tive.

This collection reflects a deep love of  botanicals and colour. The palette 
is personal, shaped by memories, and influenced by Scarlett’s heritage and 
her father’s passion for spices.

Digitally printed in the UK, the collection blends Tradition and 
craftsmanship.

Inspired by an 18th-century French document, we reinterpreted the 
original print, introducing new floral motifs and hand-painted elements 
using watercolour. These natural details include ; sycamore seeds, delicate 
seedlings, and organic foliage, and bring a fresh, layered dimension to the 
design. The mottled organic background is inspired by a dark madder 
siamoise cotton. Printed on 100% linen in the UK.

KASURI KEI 

Inspired by a 18th antique cotton fragment found in Kyoto, the beauty of  
this print lies in its delicacy Its name is a nod to Kasuri, a traditional 
Japanese textile technique known for its soft, feathered patterns created 
through resist-dyeing.

To honour its origins, we chose to print it on a natural hemp & Cotton 
base cloth, allowing the texture to echo the depth and authenticity of  its 
heritage. Printed in the UK on 100% Linen, the warm and rich colour 
palette is inspired by organic elements to evoke a refined and timeless 
quality.

ANADOLU 

Inspired by a handwoven Turkmen Kilim featuring traditional embroi-
dery, this design pays homage to an Anatolian stripe we discovered in Is-
tanbul. Nomadic in spirit, we sought to capture the rhythm, richness, and 
authenticity of  the region’s craft and culture. The colour palette, rooted 
in deep ochres and sunbaked tones, is a tribute to this heritage, evoking a 
sense of  place and identity.

‘Anatoly’, meaning land of  the rising sun, became both our anchor and 
our inspiration, honouring the region’s legacy through pattern and pig-
ment. Printed on 100% linen in the Uk.
